Call to Prayer and Sharing

The Word of God
* Leader reads part or all of one of the scripture texts from the previous Sunday.

Isaiah 2:1-5

This is what Isaiah, son of Amoz,

saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem.

In days to come,

the mountain of the LORD’s house

shall be established as the highest mountain
and raised above the hills.

All nations shall stream toward it;

many peoples shall come and say:

“Come, let us climb the LORD’s mountain,

In the first reading Isaiah shares God’s vision for our world, one in which
peace reigns and all peoples are eager to learn the ways of God.

Adults: When have you experienced loving nonviolent action in
the midst of conflict?

Teens: When have you experienced someone bringing peace into
a tense or conflicted situation?

Children: How can you help people become friends when they
are not acting friendly toward each other?

Time is provided fosharing responses to the question. Silence between
responses is to be expected. Allowwathl5 minutes for faith sharing.

or fourfor faith sharing.
